Regulations Hel van het Mergelland 3 April 2010

Article 1

The Hel van het Mergelland, hereafter ‘’the event’’ on Saturday, 3 April 2010 will be organised

by Organisation Committee Hel van het Mergelland, hereafter ‘’the Organisation’’,

who is owner of a licence (KNWU), and the permits and dispensations are available for

inspection at the secretary of the Organisation.

Article 2

This race, with a total length of 195,3 KM, is open for all Pro Tour teams, professional

continental teams, continental and national teams. Every team may exist of a maximum of 8 cyclists.

There have to start at least 5 cyclists of each team.

Article 3

The event will be raced under the regulations, yearly decisions, and further instructions

of the UCI and the KNWU.

The participants are supposed to know the following;

• The regulations, instructions and decisions of the UCI, KNWU and the Organisation

• The route

Article 4

The event will be raced according the UCI 1.1 regulations. Points for the UCI Continental

Hommes Elite will be rewarded according the schedule below:

Winner: 80 points - 2nd: 56 points - 3rd: 32 - 4th: 24 - 5th: 20 - 6th: 16 - 7th: 12

8th: 8 - 9th: 7 - 10th: 6 - 11th: 5 - 12th: 3

Article 5 

A mountain classification, GPM Volta Limburg mountain classification, will be made during the

Hel van het Mergelland, the results are based on the ascent of the Loorberg, Varnstraat and Criendel.
The sprints are indicated by signs and a line on the road deck. The points scale of the mountain classification is 
5,3,2,1 points per sprint. The winner of the classification is the cyclist with the highest amount of points after the last sprint. In case of ex-aquo the number of points in the last sprint defines the winner. The winner of the mountain classification has to be present at the official ceremony at the ceremony stage near the finish.
Artikel 6

According to the UCI regulations the following riders need to be present at the honouring ceremony 

· Number 1, 2 and 3 of the result list

· Number 1 of the mountain classification
All the above mentioned riders need to be at the ceremony stage within 10 minutes after arrival.
Article 7
Friday 2 April from 15.00 until 16.45 hours the race numbers, bike chips and framework 
signs will be distributed from the Raetskelder, Vroenhof 8, 6245 BZ in Eijsden, Telephone 
number: 0031-(0)43-4091424. The race numbers, bike chips and framework signs need to

be collected by the team manager or authorised representative with legal and

valid Identity cards of the participants and speculators. 
The Hel van het Mergelland is cycled with bike chips, the bike chips need to be handed in 

by the riders or team manager after the finish. Bike chips can be handed in at the permanence. 

If bike chips are not handed in after the finish a fine of € 80,- will be charged to the team.
Article 8
Wash and change facilities are located at PQ Corporation, Ir Rocourstraat 28, 6245 AD,

Eijsden. Telephone number: 0031-(0)43-4099333. The wash and change facilities are

opened from 10:00 hours until 18:30 hours.

The participants have to keep these facilities clean and have to throw rubbish (paper,

peels etc.) in the available dustbins.

Article 9
The Jury meeting will be in de permanence at 11:00 hours.

Article 10
The Team directors meeting will take place Friday 2 April at 17.00 in the permanence.

During this meeting the team directors will receive the records for their technical/

support vehicle.

Article 11
The radio communication equipment will be distributed from 09:00 hours at the permanence.

The radio-tour frequency is: 150.3875 Mhz

Article 12
The definite participants lists are available at the permanence from Friday 2 April
17.45 hours.

Article 13
The participants will prepare for the start at the Diepstraat as told by the microphone.

Article 14
Participants have to sign the list before the start. This is possible from half a hour before

the start at the start location. This is announced by the jury.

Article 15
The start will be at 12:30 exactly. The participants have to be at the start at least 15 minutes

in advance, with the distributed, clearly visible race number. The distributed framework plate 

and bike chip have to be on the bike according the regulations.

Article 16
As far as there is a permission (and supplied with a organisation and/or KNWU sign and

a radio transmitter) the vehicles will park before or behind the participating cyclists. It

is prohibited to take part at the followers caravan by any persons who do not have any

permission to do so. They will, possible after a consultation of the race controllers, be

removed from the followers caravan by a police force array.

Article 17
The broom wagon (the last car of the followers caravan) can be recognised by BROOM and a
green flag. There are two broom wagons, one for the riders and one for the bicycles. 
Article 18
In situations that could be dangerous, the organisation will make sure that there will

be persons with a yellow flag. The participants have to be cautious and careful in these

situations.

Article 19
The participants and their speculators are obliged to follow up all the decisions/regulations

from the police, jury and by the organisation official appointed staff. Ignoring these

decisions/regulations will lead to a start prohibition or exclusion from the race.

Article 20
The finish will be around 17:15 hours at the Diepstraat in Eijsden.

Article 21
The race will close half an hour after the winner has arrived or directly after the arrival of

the broom wagon. Written protests can be handed to the president of the jury in the jury 

room within the proscribed time, (see art. 9)

Article 22
The anti-doping test will be at the general practitioner’s office, located at Oude Raadshuis

10, 6245 DE in Eijsden.

race commissioners will take a decision. Organisational matters will be decided by the

organisation
